Target Card
Materials:  a deck of cards, pencil and paper to record and keep score

· Card values are as follows:

· Aces have a value of 1

· 2’s through 10’s have the value of the number on the card

· Jacks have a value of 11

· Queens have a value of 12

· Kings have a value of 13

Procedures:

1. Deal 5 cards face up on the table.  These are the cards you will work with.

2. Deal one card face up to the right, away from the first 5 cards.  This is your target card.

3. Use any combination of the 5 working cards with the operations +, -, x, and ÷ to write an expression that will equal the target card.

4. Points are awarded based on the number of working cards used to equal the target card:

a. Use 2 cards to earn 2 points.

b. Use 3 cards to earn 4 points.

c. Use 4 cards to earn 8 points.

d. Use 5 cards to earn 16 points.
